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Code of conduct 
 

Following recent discussions with the club coaches 

it has been brought to our attention that there is 

concern over the attitude of some of our skaters. 

The coaches feel on occasions that they are 

wasting their time as skaters are too busy chatting 

rather than listening to what they are meant to be 

doing. Whilst we appreciate that club is a hobby 

for some it is also a club for developing the sport 

of figure skating and we use professional coaches 

to train skaters to the best of their ability. We 

have therefore introduced the code of conduct. 

Skaters will be given a verbal warning when their 

behaviour is disrupting groups. If behaviour or 

attitude continues skaters will be asked to leave 

the ice for 5 mins. If a skater is spoken to again 

they will be asked to leave the ice and meet with 

the coaches at the end of their session with their 

parent to discuss the recent event. Coaches will 

also be keeping a record of skaters that continue 

to display disrupting behaviour so this can be 

addressed. We hope that this is met with support 

from skaters and parents and if anyone has any 

concerns regarding  this new policy then please put 

in writing addressed to SIFC committee and we 

will discuss at the next meeting.
